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BIOLOGY 








Course Description:  


This course will be a rigorous course in the study of biological concepts.  This class will challenge the students to demonstrate their knowledge and proficiency of the various concepts and processes of biology.  Some topics of study include: molecular structure, cell structure and function, heredity, evolution, ecology, and the kingdoms of life.  Students will take the Standards of Learning test at the end of this course.
